Inspirational female role model
Harriet Tubman

"I was conductor of the Underground Railroad for eight years, and | can say what most
conductors can't say i’ | never ran my train off the track and | never lost a passenger.” I

Harriet Tubman

You may have seen in the #BLM posts on social media that it is important to educate
ourselves on the history of racism. An astonishing figure during the late 19 ™ Century was
Harriet Tubman who was born into slavery but escaped to freedom in 1849. She became
known as the most famous 'conductor' on the Underground Railroad. Tubman risked her life
to lead hundreds of family members and other slaves from the plantation system of the
south to the freedom of the north through a secret network of safe houses. Tubman made
19 trips from the south to the north between 1850 and 1860 as she guided more than 300
people including her parents and siblings to freedom.

Tubman first used the Underground Railroad to escape from slavery in Maryland. As
Tubman had been abused violently, she had permanent physical injuries and experienced
seizures for the rest of her life, which was a concern as show would have been viewed as a
low value to a slave owner. She travelled almost 90 miles to Philadelphia but didn't stop
there. She made it her mission to rescue others from slavery. The Fugitive Slave Law made
it difficult for slaves to escape as the law stated that officials in the north had to capture
slaves and return them. This did not stop Tubman as she re-routed the Railroad which led
11 slaves to Canada. Tubman remained active during the American Civil War as she worked
for the Union as a cook and nurse before becoming an armed scout and spy. Harriet
Tubman was the first woman to lead an expedition in the war. She liberated more than 700
slaves in South Carolina during her mission of Conbahee River Raid.

Harriet Tubman's legacy continues. In 1978, the movie, A Woman Called Moses,
commemorated her life and career. This was followed by a more recent film, Harriet,
released in 2019, showing her service as a conducta for the Underground Railroad.

I hope this illustrates the importance of the #BLM movement as racism and inequality has
existed for hundreds of years and still exists to this day. How can you channel these
frustrations? Educating yourself is paramount to educating others on this topic. A vast
amount of people of my generation were not educated in school on this topic. Is that an
excuse? NO. But it is time for change and you can help awareness grow through educated
conversations.

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Over the past week | have had the privilege of attending
and volunteering at Black Lives Matter protests across
the central London area. These protests were ignited
after the murder of George Floyd, an unarmed black
man who was accused of a nonviolent crime. His death &
wasthestrawt hat broke the camelfss
communities worldwide; many began to reflect on the |
injustices they have faced purely because the colour of
their skin.

Travelling to the protest | felt nervous after seeing the - r’ o
violence in the USA. The energy was completely T M:' O
different. The feeling of being surrounded by brothers

and sisters from all races, backgrounds, sexualities, ages

and religions all grieving, all hurting together was, and

still is, completely overwhelming and indescribable.

After standing listening to a speaker for less than five
minutes a young girl who was around seventeen came
and offered my friend and me a bottle of water and
gave us a rights card.

This act of kindness inspired Simi and me to purchase
water and cups and hand them out to members of the
public. Walking through the streets of the city that | will
always see as home, seeing people stopping, filming,
cheering, beeping horns and showing so much support
for the movement reduced me to tears at points. Why
should we have to be fighting for rights? We ended the
march at Grenfell tower. Seventy-two people lost their
lives in the fire and yet no one has been prosecuted.

I would urge everyone reading this to do their own
research about the Black Lives Matter movement and
look under the #LDNBLM and #LDNBLMMOVEMENT
to see updates and sign petitions. In the twenty -first
century there is no excuse for ignorance with the
masses of information we have available to us at the
click of a button. Being silent about these matters only
supports the oppressors.
