Visit to Wimbledon Magistrates Court 6th February 2019

Your daughter is taking part in the local heat of the Magistrates’ Court Mock Trial Competition on Saturday 16th March at Lavender Hill Magistrates’ Court, as part of a project to develop legal education at the school with the Citizenship Foundation.

In order to help them in their preparation we have been meeting after school on Mondays and I have arranged to take the team to Wimbledon Magistrates’ Court, so that they can see real cases taking place. This will help them in their preparation as they will be able to see how real magistrates, lawyers, witnesses and court staff conduct court business.

The trip will take place on Wednesday 6th February 2019. We will meet at Carshalton Station at 8:15am; we will be travelling by public transport and will arrive back at school by 1:40pm. Students will need to wear full school uniform and it would be best for them to bring a packed lunch. Students will be searched on entry. Please see attached guideline on security at courts.

Your daughter will need approximately £5.00 on her Oyster card; this is to cover the cost of the journey by rail. Your daughter must have her oyster card in advance of the trip as it will not be practical for students to purchase tickets at Carshalton Station en route.

Your daughter’s place on this trip is subject to satisfactory behaviour, attendance and conduct within school and this will be constantly monitored before the trip. If your daughter’s attendance or behaviour is deemed to be unsatisfactory, she will not be allowed to participate.
