Dear Parent/Carer,

Schools Club at The Old Vic, Important Information and Consent Form

This letter is to inform you of the next two free performance and workshop events for next year’s Schools Club project that your daughter is involved with. This will be a very useful learning opportunity that will complement both GCSE and A Level curriculum content. The performances that will be seen at The Old Vic and the workshops that will happen in J23, at CHSG, will be on the following dates:

A Christmas Carol:
 

WORKSHOP:     10/01/2020 3:15pm - 5:15pm 

PERFORMANCE:  17/01/2020 7:00pm

 

The run time for A Christmas Carol is 2 hours and 5 minutes (including a 20-minute interval).

 
Endgame & Rough for Theatre II:
 

WORKSHOP:      09/03/2020 3:00pm - 5:00pm
PERFORMANCE:    16/03/2020 7.30pm

 

The run time for Endgame & Rough for Theatre II is estimated at 2 hours 20 but this is just an estimate at this stage.
This is an excellent opportunity for your daughter, however we do need some commitment from her. A requirement of the project is that participants commit to all four workshops and performances over the course of the year. If students cannot commit to all four workshops and performances then they will not be allowed to continue on this course. Another requirement of the Schools Club free performances at The Old Vic is that all student phones are handed in and kept in a plastic box that is kept safe by a designated member of staff at The Old Vic, for the duration of the performance. Phones are then returned to students when the performance finishes.
Year 13 Live Theatre Evaluation – Exam Notes
The trip to see A Christmas Carol will be the basis for the Year 13 Live Theatre Evaluation section of their written exam in June 2020. As such, they will be expected to make notes that analyse and evaluate several aspects of the performance. For this reason, it is a compulsory trip for Year 13 Drama students.
Cost Free- However, students will have to cover their own travel costs so they will need to make sure that they have enough money on their Oyster card or purchase a travel card on the day of travel. We recommend £10.00 to cover travel costs. Please can you make sure your daughter has a packed dinner for these trips.

Travel Arrangements: January 17th – A Christmas Carol
Students are to meet at Carshalton Rail station at 5:00pm and travel to the Old Vic to see the 7:00pm performance of A Christmas Carol. Students will travel to the performance venue by train with Mr Rogers and two other teachers from CHSG. 
Year 12 and Year 13 students can travel independently to the theatre. If they choose to do this then they will need to meet Mr Rogers at the theatre at 6:30pm so he can distribute tickets and collect phones. 
Travel Arrangements: March 16th – Endgame and Rough for Theatre II

Students are to meet at Carshalton Rail station at 5:20pm and travel to the Old Vic to see the 7:30pm performance of Endgame and Rough for Theatre II. Students will travel to the performance venue by train with Mr Rogers and two other teachers from CHSG. 
Year 12 and Year 13 students can travel independently to the theatre. If they choose to do this then they will need to meet Mr Rogers at the theatre at 7:00pm so he can distribute tickets and collect phones. 
After each performance, we will travel back to Carshalton Rail Station as a group. Year 12 and Year 13 students have permission to make their own way home from the theatre, after they have collected their phones. 
Your daughter’s place on this trip is subject to satisfactory behaviour, attendance and conduct within school and this will be constantly monitored before the trip. If your daughter’s attendance or behaviour is deemed to be unsatisfactory, she will not be allowed to participate.
