School Visit to the German Embassy Career Fair: Information Day on German for Jobs on Wednesday, 16th October 2019 at the German House, in London

I am writing to you to inform you of an excellent opportunity for your daughter to meet with well-established German as well as British and international companies and discuss future career prospects.

I received an invitation from Ms Maeder, from the Department of Culture and Education, at the Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany via the British German Association to take part as a school in the German Embassy Career Fair.

I am keen to take this year as many students and graduates from our school as possible to the fair and would very much appreciate your support in indicating whether you will be happy for your daughter to come to this school trip.
