KS4 Year 10 HE Skills Conference at University of Roehampton, London

We are have organised an opportunity for students to take part in a KS4 Year 10 Skills for Progression Conference  at University of Roehampton, London on Thursday 28th March 2019.

This Aim Higher conference aims to:

· Raise Year 10  students’ awareness of the range of the skills required to aspire to higher level learning;

· Give students a clear idea what it’s like to study at a higher level;

· Identify the skills they have and how to enhance them in order to successfully complete their GCSE study and progress onto further learning. 

Learners will experience:

1) Three interactive sessions on: Skills for Successful Career, Skills needed for the 21st Century student and exploring Pathways with a current student.

2) A debate that will focus on a current topic that will test their reasoning, debating, listening and presentation skills.

3) The chance to talk to role models from across HEI Partnership.

Students will receive first-hand experience from ambassadors throughout the day and will have a dedicated session with them that will give them the opportunity to learn from the ambassadors experiences. In addition the day will culminate in a large scale debate led by one of our HEI partners and heavily supported by student ambassadors that will test a range of presentation and reasoning skills. 

We will be travelling by coach. Students will need to meet Mrs Greenland at 9:15am at the students’ entrance. Students must wear full school uniform and should bring a packed lunch.

Places are limited and will be on a first come first served basis.

The Conference will finish at 15:20 and we will arrive back at approx 16:30pm.
